Dress Code Requirements

For school, all dances, academic and major social functions, students are to wear clothes that are neat, clean, and appropriate to the occasion. Grooming or dress that is
outlandish, distracting, or offensive in nature is never acceptable. Students are expected to make proper decisions in regard to dress and grooming. The following guidelines
for grooming and dress code are provided to help each student make correct decisions. In these areas and to allow for some individuality in a Christian environment.

Students' hair should be neatly groomed. Tinting of hair using natural colors is acceptable. Studded or small hoop earrings are acceptable. A general guideline is that the
length of a boy’s hair should not exceed their back collar, ears or eyes. No ponytails are allowed for boys. Boys must be clean-shaven, although a neatly trimmed mustache is
acceptable. Sideburns shall not exceed the ear lobe.

PANTS

All Pants, including jeans, are acceptable. Any pair of pants that is worn out, patched, or with holes is not acceptable. Sweatpants, denim overalls (long or short) are not
acceptable. Sagging pants below the waist, boxer shorts or underwear showing, excessively baggy pants (determined by the size of the waist of the pants), multiple colored
pants (X-colors), and any form of writing on the pants are unacceptable.

All pants must be hemmed.

SHORTS
Shorts, skorts and culottes are allowed. Shorts should be of acceptable length and hemmed. Jogging shorts, sweat shorts, or PE shorts are not acceptable. Shorts must not
extend below the bottom of the knee and must be hemmed.

SHOES
Shoes are to be worn for all classes including physical education. Socks/stockings are optional but required for physical education classes. Shoes must not be personalized in
any fashion, any place on the shoes.

HATS AND BANDANAS
Hats are not to be worn in the classroom, at liturgies, or during student assemblies. Hats should be removed whenever entering a school building. Bandanas are not
acceptable attire.

SHIRTS
Collared shirts or non-collared shirts that are not T-shirts are allowed. Plain white T-shirts are never allowed.

NON-COLLARED SHIRTS

Non-collared shirts with pockets, long sleeves, zipper or button fronts, and mock turtlenecks are allowed. Tank tops with a 1-inch or more straps are acceptable. College name
shirts are acceptable. Shirts with college names, Justin-Siena Braveswear or other Justin-Siena T-shirts (i.e. Spirit Week shirts, athletic team shirts, etc.) are acceptable.

No concert shirts or V-neck T-shirts, undershirts, or see-through shirts. Shirts that are worn out, patched, or with holes are not acceptable, nor are excessively baggy shirts.
Sweaters or shirts must not be personalized in any fashion. Airbrushed shirts and sweaters and unbuttoned shirts are not acceptable.

SWEATERS
All types of sweaters are acceptable. Designer sweatshirts (same as above) are acceptable. Hooded sweatshirts are acceptable. Shirts must be worn under a V-neck sweater.

BELTS/BELT BUCKLES
All male students must wear belts. Any excessively large belt buckles, initialed belt buckles, or belts that are too long are unacceptable. Belts must be tucked in a loop.
No chains of any kind are allowed.

MISCELLANEOUS

Swimwear and athletic wear (bike shorts) are not acceptable attire. Long john bottoms and tops cannot be worn under shorts, skirts, or dresses. Denim overall (long or short)
sweat suits or athletic warm-ups are not accepted at any time. Tattoos and body piercing (other than ears) are not allowed. No chains are allowed at any time.
Undergarments cannot be visible at any time.

GIRLS ONLY
MAKEUP
Makeup must be in good taste and not excessive.

DRESSES/SKIRTS
Dresses, skirts and shorts should be of modest nature and should not exceed six inches above the knee. Short mini-skirts, slit skirts, strapless dresses, backless dresses and
spaghetti straps are not acceptable.

SHIRTS

Blouses and collared shirts are acceptable. An appropriate shirt without a collar is acceptable. T-shirts with pockets, long sleeves, zipper, or button fronts and mock turtlenecks
are allowed. Shirts must be buttoned and cover the stomach.

Spaghetti-straps, sheer blouses, halters, midriff tops and V-neck T-shirts are not acceptable.

SHORTS
Shorts, skorts and culottes are allowed.  Shorts should be of acceptable length and hemmed.  Jogging shorts, sweat shorts, or PE shorts are not acceptable.  Shorts must not extend below the bottom of the knee and must be hemmed.

SHOES
Shoes are to be worn for all classes including physical education.  Socks/stockings are optional but required for physical education classes.  Shoes must not be personalized in any fashion, any place on the shoes.

HATS AND BANDANAS
Hats are not to be worn in the classroom, at liturgies, or during student assemblies.  Hats should be removed whenever entering a school building.  Bandanas are not acceptable attire.

SHIRTS
Collared shirts or non-collared shirts that are not T-shirts are allowed.  Plain white T-shirts are never allowed.

NON-COLLARED SHIRTS
Non-collared shirts with pockets, long sleeves, zipper or button fronts, and mock turtlenecks are allowed.  Tank tops with a 1-inch or more straps are acceptable.  College name shirts are acceptable.  Shirts with college names, Justin-Siena Braveswear or other Justin-Siena T-shirts (i.e. Spirit Week shirts, athletic team shirts, etc.) are acceptable.
No concert shirts or V-neck T-shirts, undershirts, or see-through shirts. Shirts that are worn out, patched, or with holes are not acceptable, nor are excessively baggy shirts. Sweaters or shirts must not be personalized in any fashion.  Airbrushed shirts and sweaters and unbuttoned shirts are not acceptable.

SWEATERS
All types of sweaters are acceptable. Designer sweatshirts (same as above) are acceptable.  Hooded sweatshirts are acceptable.  Shirts must be worn under a V-neck sweater.

BELTS/BELT BUCKLES
All male students must wear belts.  Any excessively large belt buckles, initialed belt buckles, or belts that are too long are unacceptable.  Belts must be tucked in a loop.
No chains of any kind are allowed.

MISCELLANEOUS
Swimwear and athletic wear (bike shorts) are not acceptable attire.  Long john bottoms and tops cannot be worn under shorts, skirts, or dresses.  Denim overall (long or short) sweat suits or athletic warm-ups are not accepted at any time.  Tattoos and body piercing (other than ears) are not allowed.  No chains are allowed at any time. GIRLS ONLY
MAKEUP
