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Girls’” Uniform

Girls have the choice of wearing the standard uniform skirt. It must be hemmed no more than the top of the kneecap when standing up. The skirts may be purchased at Educational Apparel in Hillard or
any store selling such items.

Black or khaki dress slacks are an acceptable alternative to the standard skirt. The slacks may be purchased at Educational Apparel or any store selling such items. Slacks with belt loops require a belt.
Girls may not wear corduroy pants, painter pants, long johns, sweat pants, boxer shorts, lace tights, under or over the uniform.

The blouse is to be a white button-down Oxford. It can be long or short sleeve. Another option is the white or red knit shirt. Only the top button of the blouse may be left unbuttoned. The blouse must
be tucked neatly inside the skirt or slacks. All shirts and blouses are to be appropriately fitted to the individual. These shirts may be purchased anywhere but are available at Education Apparel.

Khaki walking shorts that are no more than two inches from the top of the kneecap when standing up can be worn from April 15 through October 15 of each year. The walking shorts may be purchased
at Education Apparel or any store selling such items.

The only sweaters permitted are a pullover crew neck, a pullover v-neck, or cardigan from Educational Apparel. A uniform blouse must be worn under the sweater. A uniform sweatshirt, which will be
available at Bishop Rosecrans High School, is the only sweatshirt permitted.

Socks and Shoes
Socks or hose must be worn at all times. Solid black and white socks or tights may be worn. Dress or tennis shoes may be worn. Shoes may not be open toed or opened backed. Shoelaces must be tied.

General Comments

Long sleeve shirts worn under uniform shirts must be the same color as the uniform shirt. It also must not have any writing, pictures, or designs on it.
No outside coats or jackets are to be worn in the building during the day.

No hats, scarves, bands, or scarves around the neck are permitted.

No torn, ragged, immodest short and/or tight clothes are permitted.

No excessive jewelry is permitted.

No tattoos may be visible.

Hair must be neat and properly trimmed so as not to cause distractions.

Any clothing, fashions, fads, or hairstyles deemed to be a distraction by the principal will not be permitted.

Boys’ Uniform

Pants

Uniform dress pants in black or khaki are required. They may be purchased from Educational Apparel or any store selling such items. Pants with belt loops require a belt. Boys may not wear corduroy
pants, painter pants, patch pockets, or cargo pockets.

Shirt
The shirt is to be a white button-down Oxford. It can be long or short sleeve. Another option is the white or red knit shirt. Only the top button of the shirt may be left unbuttoned. The shirt must be
tucked neatly inside the slacks. All shirts are to be appropriately fitted to the individual. These shirts may be purchased anywhere but are available at Education Apparel.

Shorts

Khaki walking shorts that are no more than two inches from the top of the kneecap when standing up can be worn from April 15 through October 15 of each year. The walking shorts may be purchased
at Education Apparel or any store selling such items.

Sweaters

The only sweaters permitted are a pullover crew neck, a pullover v-neck, or cardigan from Educational Apparel. A uniform blouse must be worn under the sweater. A uniform sweatshirt, which will be
available at Bishop Rosecrans High School, is the only sweatshirt permitted.

Socks and Shoes
